Today, there are over 400 nuclear reactors in 31 countries, including
France, Brazil, India, the UK, and Canada. Proponents claim that nuclear
power is the only viable alternative to fossil fuels given rising energy
consumption and the looming threat of global warming, and are pushing
for an even greater investment.

In The Doomsday Machine, energy economist Andrew McKillop and social
scientist Martin Cohen argue that the nuclear power dream being sold
to us is pure fantasy. Debunking the multi-layered myth that nuclear
energy is cheap, clean and safe, they demonstrate how landscapes are
ravaged in search of the elusive yellow cake to fuel the reactors, and how
energy companies and politicians rarely discuss the true costs of nuclear
power plants.

In the wake of the meltdown at Japan’s Fukushima power plant, the
future of nuclear energy is again uncertain; this is a timely and hard-
hitting look at why its costs are simply too high for humanity.

ANDREW MCKILLOP has worked for 30 years as an energy economist
and consultant. He is involved in plans to redraw the energy map
of Europe, and is the former Chief Policy Analyst for the European
Commission’s Energy Directorate. McKillop has written numerous
specialist and popular papers and articles on nuclear power for The
Ecologist, New Scientist, and International journal of Energy Research,
amongst others. He has spoken at conferences around the world and
currently runs an energy consultancy. He lives in Vannes, France.

MARTIN COHEN is a social scientist and the author of eight books,
including Philosophical Tales and Mind Games. He wrote an influential
series of articles in the THE about the politics of the climate change
debate.

A Slave in the White House

Paul Jennings and the Madisons

Elizabeth Dowling Taylor

The inspiring story of a presidential slave's long struggle for
freedom.

Paul Jennings was born into slavery on the plantation of James and
Dolley Madison in Virginia. As a young boy, he was part of the Madison
household staff at the White House. Toward the end of the Madisons'
time there, he helped rescue the portrait of George Washington before

the British burned down the White House and later he became Mr.

Madison's personal attendant during his retirement and got married to
a slave in a plantation further off. Longing for freedom, he was finally
emancipated by Senator Daniel Webster and became an abolitionist. In
a remarkable reversal of fortunes, he went on to financially assist his
former owner, an aged and impoverished Dolley Madison; write the first
White House memoir; and see his sons fight with the Union Army in the
Civil War. He died a free man in northwest Washington at 75.

Based on correspondence, legal documents and journal entries, this
amazing portrait of the times reveals the mores and attitudes toward
slavery of the nineteenth century. Furthermore, it sheds new light on
famous characters such as James Madison, who believed the white and
black populations could not coexist as equals; French General Lafayette
who was appalled by separatism; and Dolley Madison, who ruthlessly
sold Paul Jennings after her husband's death. It brings to life the hardship
endured by slaves; and the difficulties faced by abolitionists, and civil
right activists hitherto forgotten.

ELIZABETH DOWLING TAYLOR has over twenty years experience
in museum education and historical research. She is now Director
of Interpretation at Thomas Jefferson’s Monticello and Director of
Education at James Madison’s Montpelier.

ANNETTE GORDON-REED is a legal scholar and historian. Well-known
and respected for her inquiry into colonial interracial relations, she is the
author of Thomas Jefferson and Sally Hemings: An American Controversy.

The age of American global dominance is ending. In recent years, risky economic and foreign
policies have steadily eroded the power structure in place since the Cold War. And now,
staggering under a huge burden of debt, the country must make some tough choices - or
watch its creditors walk away. In The Reckoning, Michael Moran, a leading geostrategy analyst
at Roubini Global Economics, the Council on Foreign Relations, and other leading institutions,
explores how a variety of forces are converging to challenge U.S. leadership - including
unprecedented information technologies, the growing prosperity of countries like China, India,
Brazil, and Turkey, and the diminished importance of Wall Street in the face of global markets.

This shift will have serious consequences for the wider world as well. Countries that have
traditionally depended on the United States for protection will have to adjust their policies
to reality. Each nation will be responsible for its own human rights record, energy production,
and environmental policy, and revolutions will succeed or fail unaided. Moran describes how,
with a bit of political leadership, America can transition to this new world order gracefully -
by managing entitlements, reigniting sustainable growth, reforming immigration policy, and
breaking the poisonous deadlock in Washington.

The Search for Our Human Origins

How humans prevailed among other hominid species
through our cognitive superiority.

When homo sapiens first emerged 100,000 years ago they were
confronted by a wide range of other hominids — homo erectus, who
walked better and used fire; homo habilis who used tools; and of course
the Neanderthals, who were brawny and strong. But shortly after their
arrival, they established themselves as the indisputable masters of the
planet. What factors led to their superiority and what set them apart
from their rivals?

Masters of the Planet explores how the physical traits and cognitive
ability of homo sapiens ensured they dominated other species. Even
more importantly, it looks at how early humans acquired these superior
abilities; it shows that their strange and unprecedented mental facility
is not simply a basic competence that was refined over time by natural
selection but rather it is an emergent capacity that was acquired
relatively recently. Early homo sapiens were undoubtedly intelligent but
it was their superior talents changed the world definitively.
