14.1 Reducing the environmental impact of construction work

Knowing how to act in an environmentally friendly way and actually behaving that way are two very different things.  Take a simple concept such as saving water.  Think about how many ways you could reduce the water consumption of your household and jot down your ideas.

Things that you can do to save water:
Put a half brick in your toilet system to reduce the amount of water per flush

Switch off the tap whilst cleaning your teeth

Only fill the kettle to the level required- not full to the top.

Use bath water to water the garden- this water is actually better for the plants than water out of the tap

Collect rainwater in a butt and use that to water the garden

Wash the car less

Have showers not baths but NOT power showers, they use more water than baths

When replacing the toilet buy one that is dual flush

Only use the washing machine when you have a full load

Share showers and baths!!!!!
